Yard must:

-have a shed

-have a garden

-have a fence

Shed
-Two walls are 6 in.

-Two walls are 5 in.
Garden

-Area should equal 6 in2
Fence
-Must have one side that is greater than 12 in. long

Other Things to Note:
-You may have more than one garden
-You may landscape the yard as much as you would like
Topic 17 Pool
Pool must:

-have a diameter of 5in.
-have a deck

-be modeled after the decade selected

Deck or Patio
-Must surround the pool with at least 2 in. on each side for room to walk

-Must have a way to access the pool (door, steps, etc.)

-Should not be unsafe (example: people should not be able to fall off of the deck)

-Must fit nicely in the yard
